Grants Program – offering grants of up to $10,000 to eligible projects.  

The grants will offer agricultural and pastoral societies the opportunity to upgrade or establish new facilities, while 
creating opportunities for further collaboration and partnerships with businesses. 

It will also offer these societies the opportunity to elevate their event planning and encompass innovative ways to 
engage people at regional shows including online livestock exhibitions and the integration of virtual technology.  

Eligible projects for funding can include improving showground amenities like fencing and shade covers, or further 
enhancing on-farm biosecurity planning.
