A long supporter of the creative industries, Mr McMullin has also held significant Board roles at the Melbourne 
International Comedy Festival, Geelong Performing Arts Centre Trust, Geelong Art Gallery, Museums Board of 
Victoria and Australian Chamber Orchestra. 

Mr McMullin has served on the Melbourne Recital Centre board since 2021 and succeeds Emeritus Professor 
Andrea Hull AO, who has held the position for the past 6 years.
